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January Session in Japanese Studies

The aim of this program is to invite university students from outside Japan and create a stimulating learning environment

for promoting globalization and diversity.

‘Program Overview

The program consists of 3 courses: “Japanese Business and Economy”, “Media and contemporary issues in Japan”, and
“Japanese Language” (Beginner level). Among those courses, students must take a minimum of two and can take a
maximum of three. Each course consists of fifteen 90-minute sessions, and participants can learn about these aspects of
Japan comprehensively and intensively in 4 weeks. To further enhance the effectiveness of Japanese language
acquisition, students will have opportunities to practice their language skills with native Japanese students from Sophia
University through our “Language Exchange Program”. Other than class lectures, participants will go on excursions
including a factory tour and a media studio tour. This program is designed in such a way that the participants will be able

to learn about and experience Japan both inside and outside classes.

1. Requirements

A) Applicants must be, in principle, enrolled in a university outside of Japan.

B) Applicants must attend the whole program to obtain credits (auditing is not accepted).

C) There are no formal academic requirements, but applicants must be of high academic achievement.

D) Applicants not enrolled in educational institutions with English as the main language of instruction must show their
English competency by taking TOEFL, IELTS, etc. The minimum scores for acceptance to the January Session in
Japanese Studies are as follows:

TOEFL/PBT: 550; TOEFL/iBT: 79; IELTS: 6.0

provided with an official transcript from Sophia University.

11. Visa

Applicants requiring a visa should apply at the local Japanese embassy or consulate. The applicants will have to get the
updated visa information from their local Japanese Embassies or Consulates by the mid of October at the latest as it takes
certain days to have visa issued.
